• Excellent verbal and written communication skills. 
• Excellent interpersonal skills including the ability to maintain professionalism and tact in high-stress 

situations. 
• Excellent organizational skills and attention to detail. 
• Creative analytical and problem-solving skills. 
• Must represent SCA in a favorable and professional way to members of the community and the general 

public. 
• Must follow the Matthew 18 Principal in order to resolve conflicts with students, parents, faculty and staff 

effectively. 
• Integrate Biblical principles throughout all activities. 
• Encourage students to grow in their Christian walk with God.

• Plan and develop an engaging course of study in the classroom based on the approved curriculum. 
• Prepare materials for lessons, assignments, and tests; evaluates, corrects, and grades student 

performance. 
• Maintain student records in FACTS. 
• Discuss academic difficulties or behavioral problems using the Matthew 18 Principal with students as they 

arise in order to resolve issues. 
• Monitor students’ progress throughout the year and evaluates preparedness for graduation, vocational 

school, or college, as appropriate. 
• Communicate progress and concerns to parents and, as appropriate, other faculty, staff, and the 

Administration on an as needed basis. 
• Build and maintain positive relationships with parents throughout the school year. 
• Enforce safety and security standards for students, staff, and visitors. 
• Enforce the SCA student dress code and work with parents to maintain consistency throughout the year. 
• Maintain required paperwork for individual student files, attendance and incident reports, and other 

necessary records. 
• Participate in daily morning devotions, faculty meetings, in-service opportunities and professional 

development events. 
• Perform related tasks such as sponsoring student activities or organizations.
